Detail on Proposals

Developer-Poppymill a company set up specifically for this development

· The site as a whole is 57 acres in size

· At the heart of the plans is proposed to be a 20-acre country park, maintained in perpetuity for the local community through a Community Land Trust

· Development here could also deliver community-focused retail space, designed to be affordable to local entrepreneurs to open up shops, cafes and other enterprises, plus a new sports hub and other facilities to support a healthy and social community.

· Sustainable, zero-carbon transport would be encouraged, alongside opening up the inaccessible site to the local area. Encourage active travel.
· Kingston has a severe shortage of parkland with only 14% of the borough being public green space, compared to 41% in Richmond upon Thames. Only seven other boroughs offer less, all of which are in central London.
· As the boundaries of RBK shifted in 1992 recognising the impact that the A3 had in dividing the land at Hook, Area B, much of which is Hook Park, moved into Greater London.
· In 2018, RBK undertook a Green Belt assessment, which found that the site only made a ‘contribution’ towards preventing sprawl and encroachment into the countryside. This failed to account for the role which the A3 also plays in preventing sprawl.
